The Certificate III in Hairdressing develops the practical and technical skills required by apprentice hairdressers, and the underpinning knowledge needed to apply those skills in a hairdressing workplace. Completion of the course fulfils the off-job requirements for a NSW Hairdressing Licence.

	

	Graduates of the course will be able to perform the basic duties of commercial hairdressing services, such as: 

· hair design and cutting 

· hair colouring, lightening and highlighting

· permanent waving and straightening

· preparing clients for salon services  

· consult with clients and provide advice

	Course delivery
	
	On the job and off the job and can be delivered face-to-face, flexibly or mixed mode.  This apprenticeship is generally undertaken over 2 years part time during school and 3 years full time post school.

	Commitment required
	
	Undertake a minimum of 100 days in paid employment during Year 11 and Year 12 plus the formal training required for the qualification. 
Undertake Certificate III Hairdressing, and complete Stage 1 of this qualification by the end of your HSC.
The employment and training can be undertaken during school time, after school and during school holidays. 

	How will you be assessed?
