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Training is delivered by TAFE NSW
This course is for people who work or want to work in the retail baking sector of the food processing industry in hot bread shops, cake shops and in-store bakeries. 

Apprentices will learn to make a range of breads, pastries and cakes using baking equipment and machinery.  They will also learn to work safely and effectively, and monitor operational processes in the retail baking sector.
