	Course delivery
	On the job and off the job and can be delivered face-to-face, flexibly or mixed mode.  This apprenticeship is generally undertaken over 2 years part time during school and 3 years full time post school.

	Commitment required
	Undertake a minimum of 144 days in paid employment during Year 11 and Year 12 plus the formal training required for the qualification. 
Undertake Certificate III Carpentry, and complete Stage 1 of this qualification by the end of your HSC.
The employment and training can be undertaken during school time, after school and during school holidays. 


	How will you be assessed?
